RE: “Tis the Season” Holiday Recital 2017

To: Parents and dancers of Kay Michael Lee Studio
Hello everyone!

It’s that time of year again that we are approaching our “Tis the Season” Holiday Recital 2017 (2pm,
December 17). All dance classes (unless noted) will be performing at this performance.

There are a few things you will need to know in order for our recital to run as smoothly and efficiently as
possible.

This year’s Holiday Recital (December 17) will be held at the Old Armory Theatre. Stated below is the
address of the facility:

**Use the Lower Level Door. Auditorium is on the second floor.**

Outstanding Balance & Costume:
Your outstanding balance needs to be paid in full by December 1. No exceptions. This includes the fall

session tuition and the costume fee(s). If the bill has not been paid, you run the risk of your dancer not
being eligible to perform at the Holiday Recital. As it says on our Class Descriptions and Policies:

Fall tuition is due December 1. No exceptions. Any dancer who is not paid in full is at the discretion of the
Artistic Director to participate in the recital(s). This does not apply to competition line students, as they
are on a separate tuition schedule.

A statement has been emailed out earlier this month. If you are in the 5-6 year Ballet/Tap combo class
you will have received a costume invoice in a separate email over the weekend.

Recital Material:
Attached to this email you will find: Tech Rehearsal Schedule and Costume Check-List.

Tech-Rehearsal Schedule:
On Wednesday, December 13 starting at 5pm we will begin a TECH REHEARSAL. Please look over the
schedule, as we are not running in show order.

A TECH REHEARSAL means dancers need to come with hair securely fastened and with the proper
footwear. Costumes are not needed for this rehearsal. This rehearsal gives an opportunity for the
dancers to feel and practice on the stage before the recital performance. Each number has a slotted ten

(10) minutes on stage. Please arrive to the Old Armory Theatre at least fifteen (15) minutes prior to your
scheduled slot, as we do run ahead of schedule.

Costume Check-List:

Attached you will see an Excel spreadsheet which deciphers what each class will need in order for the
performance. This includes class enrolled, song title, shoes, hair style and costume. If the costume
belongs to KML, a staff member will pick up the costume from the dancer before they are able to leave
the premises.

**If dancer(s) leave without returning costumes to KML, you will be charged full price for the costume.
Routines dancers are responsible for own costuming:

If your dancer is in Hip Hop I/, Hip Hop II/1ll or Hip Hop llI/IV, they are responsible for providing their
own costume. Stated below is what they need to bring for their costume:

Hip Hop I/Il: Black leggings or pants (please wear dark tights underneath leggings, as the stage lights do
shine through the leggings) and the following top:

e Girls: Red Holiday Sweater

® Boys: Green Top

Hip Hop II/11l: Black leggings or pants (please wear dark tights underneath leggings, as the stage lights do
shine through the leggings). Please wear either a red or green flannel top with blank tank top
underneath.

Hip Hop NlI/IV: Dancers, please bring with you the black/white top, bottoms, black beanie and glove
pieces from the “Style” routine. If you were not in this routine prior, | will be providing your costume for
use. This costume will then be returned to me after the performance.

Makeup for Recital Performance:

Every performer knows that once they are on stage, they are expressing emotions and ideas that are
larger than life, and that includes our makeup. Dancers need to have a minimum of black mascara, red
lipstick and pink blush. Competition dancers will wear the required competition makeup and earrings.
The lights on stage will wash out the dancer — we want them to look full of life!

Recital Information:
We will be putting on one (1) performance of the Holiday Recital, which is scheduled for 2:00pm on
December 17.
e 2:00pm performance: Please arrive to Old Armory Theatre no later than 1:00pm with hair and
makeup ready.

Fundraising Opportunities:
There are many ways you can support our competition dancers and their families at the Holiday Recital.

These fundraising opportunities aide funds to attend regional competitions, as well as their second

As a reminder, all raffle tickets (sold and unsold), and money needs to be turned into the studio by
Friday, December 15. Any money and tickets turned in after will not be included in the raffle drawing at
the recital.

Group Photo at Recital:

As you can recall from previous recitals, we have taken the group photo at the beginning of the show.
We will be having Megan Wold Photography take the photo for the KML family. This photo will be
available for purchase at the concession table.

Recital DVD and Photos for Purchase:

KML provides high quality photos and DVD recordings of the recitals each year. Audience members are
NOT allowed to take photo and/or video per the duration of the performance. The choreography is
copyrighted and protected and taking personal photos/video violates this protection. Families are able
to place their order(s) at the back of the theatre on the order form.

Anyone caught taking personal photo and recordings runs the risk of stopping the dancers’ performance.

Families and friends are allowed to take photos before the show, at intermission, and after the show has
been completed.

Families can order recital DVDs and photos at the concession table in the back of the theatre the day of
recital. Be sure to include payment with your order, as materials will not be placed for order until
payment is received.

Thank you all for your hard work and dedication this past session. The dancers continue to grow
exponentially in their dance training and styles. | cannot wait to see what the next session will have in
store for them.
